This volume is respectfully dedicated to the memory of Dr. Carl H. Rasch
who, by his technical skills and business acumen, guided for many years the
fortunes of an important service industry, the Riverside Chemical Company,
founded by his father in 1906. Dr. Rasch epitomized the spirit of entrepreneur-
ship and innovation which characterized his father and other pioneer founders of
chemical industry here on the Niagara Frontier.

He achieved fifty-year membership status in the American Chemical Society in
1979, and was the only person to have attended all of the first 50 Jacob F.
Schoellkopf Medal Award presentations.
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Foreword

This record of the third quarter century of the Western New York Section of
the American Chemical Society (1956-1980) may be considered as a continuation of
the Fifty Year History of the local Section written by Dr. Raymond W. Hess,
Frank Birkett, Fred Koethen, and others published in 1955,

Dr. Hess as principal author subsequently wrote a 1956-57 supplement to this
Fifty Year History. In the preface he wrote, "Possibly as a feature of the 75th
Anniversay of the Section, it will be desired to produce a 25 year supplement...
and distribute it as widely as was the Fifty Year History." This recommendation
is being followed faithfully.

The writer has used the official records/archives of the local Section of
the past 25 years as the source material for this booklet. Annual reports,
Executive Committee minutes, Double Bonds, handouts for Washington, and an almost
unbelievable amount of correspondence constituted the raw material. 1In spite of
the sheer volume of this paper, gaps existed in the information wanted and
needed. A telephone call or a letter to an appropriate person usually completed
the record.

Portions of this history were written by James N. Felger - Schoel lkopf
Medal, Publicity and ACS Centennial. After all, Jim has written all of the
citations for the Schoellkopf Medalists for the past 25 years. Too, he has
written and sent out hundreds and hundreds of press releases on behalf of the
local Section. 1In addition, it was he who conceived of the manner in which the
local Section participated in the centemnial recognition of its parent body, the
special edition of Western New York entitled, "Chemistry on the Niagara
Frontier."

The writer is in no way an author. He was simply a paper shuffler who
lifted articles, paragraphs, sentences, phrases, and choice words written by
others. The writer has conferred upon himself the title of "Principal
Chronicler." My World Book Dictionary defines chronicle as "a record of hap~
prenings in the order in which they happened, especially one narrated without any
attempts at literary style." And a chronicler, according to the same dictionary,
is a writer of a chronicle.

I wish to thank most sincerely my wife, Dorothy, who has typed the first
draft of the entire manuscript. Actually, she is the only person who can read my
atrocious handwriting. She has been doing this for me since our undergraduate
days in the roaring 20's.

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The Golden Anniversary Celebration

"What's Past is Prologue."” This line from Shakespeare perhaps justifies
beginning this history of the third quarter century of the Western New York
Section with a summary description of the event which closed the first half
century of 1its existence - The Golden Anniversary Celebration, held on
November 18-19, 1955.

The Celebration commenced in gala fashion with a Pops Concert on Friday
night, November 18, 1955. The Buffalo Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by
Mr. Joseph Wincenc and playing under the sponsorship of the Western New York
Section carried out the theme of the day by starting out with Jubilee by
Chadwick. Mr. Kenneth Mills, a talented young pianist, then played the Grieg A
minor piano concerto. After intermission, the orchestra carried out the chemical
theme by playing groups of pileces illustrating the Ancient Elements, the
Alchemists' Dream (transmutation of the elements), and the Promise of a New World
(Dvorak's New World Symphony). Dancing after the concert continued until 1:00
a.m.

The second major social event of the celebration was the banquet held in the
Mary Seaton Room of Kleinhans Music Hall on Saturday evening. Dr. Frank C.
Warner, ACS President-elect, Dr. William R. Kenan, Jr. and Dr. Albert P. Sy, the
only two charter members of the Section who were still members of the Section,
were guests of homor at the banquet. Also attending as guests were the Very Rev.
Francis M. Meade, C.M., President of Niagara University, who gave the invocation,
and the Very Rev. Philip E. Dodson, S.J., President of Canisius College, who gave
the benediction. In addition, Harvey M. Rice, President of Buffalo State
Teachers College, attended the banquet as a guest.

Chairman Dr. Charles C. Clark read wires of congratulations from Alden
Emery, Walter Murphy and others. Dr. Clark congratulated each of the Anniversary
Committee members who did so much to make the celebration the outstanding success
it turned out to be. The Schoellkopf Award winners and also past Section chair-
men were recognized and saluted appropriately. As a fitting climax to the
banquet, charter members of the Western New York Section cut a huge birthday cake
which was then distributed to all those present.

The banquet had been preceeded by two highly successful symposia held in
Kleinhans Music Hall on Saturday, November 19, 1955. The subject of the morning
symposium was "Recent Research Progress on the Niagara Frontier." Dr. Clifford
C. Furnas, Chancellor of the University of Buffalo and then Assistant Secretary
of Defense for Research and Development, was moderator.

Dr. Henry M. Woodburn, University of Buffalo, discussed "Some Chemical
Properties of the Aliphatic Oxamidines." Dr. M. E. Bailey of the National
Aniline Division discussed "Double Bond Shifts in the cls-Tetrahydrophthalic
Anhydrides.” Dr. E. F, Izard of E. I. duPont de Nemours and Company, spoke on
"Mylar Polyester Film." Dr. T. C. Dauphine of Hooker Electrochemical Company
presented 'Fire Resistant Polyester Resins - Their Development and Industrial
Significance." The morning session was concluded with a presentation by
Dr. Robert M. Milton of Linde Air Products Co. on "Molecular Sieves."

The moderator of the Saturday afterncon symposium was Dr. Gordon M. Harris
of the University of Buffalo. Dr. J. A, Swartout of Carbide and Carbon Chemicals
Co. discussed "Nuclear Power Reactors." This was followed by a presentation by
Dr. W. W. Meinke of the University of Michigan on "Activation Analysis."

Dr. J. E. Willard of the University of Wisconsin then discussed "Radioisotopes as
a Research Tool in Physical Chemistry." The session was concluded with a talk by
Dr. W. G. Brown of the University of Chicago on "Organic Tritium Chemistry."

The Anniversary Address was given at the banquet by Dr. Willard F. Libby of
the U, S. Atomic Energy Commission. His topic was "Natural Tritium: Its Uses in
Hydrology and Meteorology.”

The general chairman of the Celebration, Maurice A. Lynch, Jr., prepared and
turned over to the Committee on History and Records a very comprehensive and
beautifully bound album and souvenir of the occasion.

Program of Meetings 1956-1980

Because most ACS5 members work in an area of relatively high specializationm,
it is very difficult if not virtually impossible to present a technical program
that will meet the needs of more than a small portion of the members at any one
time. This is a problem that program chairmen have had to contend with over the
years.

The selection is a compromise of sorts. Some programs have been planned
that would be of technical interest to a large proportion of the membership
although admittedly not within the individual specialties of these members.
Examples of these types of programs might include such topics as reactions under
superhigh pressure, conformation and configuration of polymers, and recent
advances in the electrochemistry of interfaces.

Other programs are designed to be of general interest and aid in profes-
sional development. Examples of this type of program include such general in-
terest topics as information retrieval, prevention of technical obsolescence, and
wine for the ages.

If in the past quarter century all programs have not pleased all members, it
is not because the program chairmen have not tried.

Program Development Fund Grant

The 1local Section Program Development Fund was initlated by the ACS
Committee on Local Section Activities and approved by the ACS Board of Directors.
Through this special program, grants of up to $500.00 are available to Sections
in any one year that meet certain criteria.

Dr. Joseph Bileron wrote the proposal for funding in 1977 on the basis of
serving the public interest. The Western New York Section subsequently received
the grant of $500.00 to support presentations on topics of public concern which
involve some aspect of the chemical industry. During 1978, with the aid of the
Program Development Fund Grant, two public interest programs were featured -
"Energy from Waste", and "The Ethics of Nuclear Power.” Both meetings were
enthusiastical ly received and advertised in the media.

Family Events

An innovation introduced by Walter Garrow in the late 1970's was that of
Family Events. These occasions were designed to allow the Western New York
Section members to bring their families together in a social and educational
atmosphere. These programs are free of charge to the members, their families,
and close friends. The events are ACS oriented and include guided tours of and
actlon programs at such places as the Buffalo Museum of Science, the Niagara
Falls Waste Water Treatment Plant, the Schoellkopf Geological Museum, the Buffalo
State University College Planetarium, and the Niagara River Gorge. The events
have been especially well attended. These family events are used to supplement
and not substitute for the regular monthly meetings.

Fretwell, Jr., president of State University College at Buffalo, when the
announcements were made that the undergraduate chemistry program at SUCB had
received accreditation by the American Chemical Society, and that the master's
degree program in chemistry had been approved by the New York State Board of
Regents,

The Western New York Section participated in the twenty-fifth anniversary of
the Student Affiliate at Canisius College by providing the organization with
$75.00 with which to purchase appropriate chemistry books for the college
library. The check was presented to Mr. Leonard Marabella, Chapter President, by
Dr. Herman A. Szymanski, Department Chairman, on April 19, 1968,
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Joseph Brennan, chief metallurgist of the Electrometallurgical Co., was the
1950 Schoellkopf Medalist. His wife, Ann, subsequently presented him with a gold
ring made in the image of the Schoellkopf medal. He wore it proudly., Joe passed
away in the spring of 1961, At the conclusion of the Schoellkopf Medal presenta-
tion to Dr. Rolland J. Gladieux in May 1961, Ann Brennan came forward and, in a
poignant ceremony, presented Dr. Gladieux with her late husband's ring.

The Third Northeast Regional Meeting (NERM-3)

The regional meeting concept developed within the framework of the American
Chemical Society as a reaction to the increasing magnitude of the national
meetings. The latter have grown to the point where they are almost unmanageable,
For example, some 4,000 papers were presented at the August 1980 meeting held in
Las Vegas.

Dr. Howard Tieckelmann was a member of the original Steering Committee when
Northeast Regional Meetings were being considered. Important policy decisions
were made by this first committee which resulted in NERM-1 being held in Boston
in 1967, hosted by the Northeast Section. Following NERM-3, Dr. Rolland J.
Gladieux has represented the local Section on the Steering Committee. Some 18
local Sections in the New England States, New York, and portions of Pennsylvania,
comprise the Northeast Region. Today a network of regional meetings covers the
entire United States.

The Western New York Section was host to NERM-3 held in the Hotel Statler
Hilton on Oct. 11-13, 1971. The meeting was a huge technical success, thanks
largely to co-chairmen of program Dr. Howard Tieckelmann and Dr. Frank J. Dinan,
Some 250 technical papers were presented in the areas of analytical chemistry,
biochemistry, chemical education, computers, environmental sciences, and 1lit-
erature, as well as inorganic, organic, medicinal, physical, and polymer chem—
istry. Symposia were held on Separations, Trace Elements, Computers in Analyt-
ical Chemistry, Regulation of Metabolism by Hormones, Integration of Computers in
Undergraduate Chemical Education, Toxic Metals in the Atmosphere, Environmental
Impact of Spraying a Forest for Inmsect Control, Pollution of Our Surface Water,
Kinetics and Mechanisms of Substitution Reactions on Metal Complexes, Wordage
Problems, Photochemistry, the Teaching of Physical Chemistry, and Flammability of
Polymers.

An ACS short Course entitled "Modern Liquid Chromatography" was held on the
Saturday and Sunday, Oct. 9 and 10, preceding the Regilonal Meeting,

A champagne reception was held in the Albright—Knox Art Gallery. A banquet
featured Dr. Frank A, Long of Cornell University speaking on "Chemists, Chem-~
istry, and Public Policy." The banquet was preceded by a beer mixer in the
exhibition rooms of the Hotel Statler Hilton. The exhibition rooms held 22
industrial exhibits. .

Walter Garrow, Section chairman for 1980-81, was then the president of the

Canisius College ACS Student Affiliate., He and his fellow students aided immea-
surably by acting as projectionists for the various sessions.
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Special awards in recognition of outstanding work in their field were
presented to four of the guest symposium speakers at the banquet. The awards
consisted of an engrossed citation and an engraved silver piece. The recipients
of the awards were Dr. Howard Zimmerman, University of Wisconsin (Organic Chem-~
istry); Dr. R. J, Gillespie, McMaster University (Chemical Education); Dr.
Fred Basolo, Northwestern University (Inorganic Chemistry); and Dr. Donald A.
Anderson, Eastman Kodak Co., (Analytical Chemistry).

There were 657 registrants plus the 22 exhibits generating more than $9,000.
This would have been sufficient to more than cover anticipated expenses. But we
were presented with an unexpected bill of approximately $§1,000 by the Statler
Hilton Hotel for the use of meeting rooms and exhibition area. We appealed to
National for assistance. National explained that the bill was justified in that
the expected occupancy of rooms by registrants at the meeting (in which case we
would have free use of meeting rooms and exhibition area) did not materialize.
So we paid - and ended up with a deficit. However, the deficit was largely
covered by NERM's sinking fund, assessed to all 18 cooperating Sections compris-
ing the Northeast Regional area to take care of such contingencies. It was a
great learning experience.

Headquarters Building Fund Campaign

The Campaign Chairman of the Western New York Section for the new National
Soclety Headquarters Building in Washington was George M. Bramann. The campaign
was conducted in the local Section from March 19 to July 8, 1958. Our quota was
$28,000 and we raised $25,157.50 or just a fraction below 90% of goal.

The success of the campaign in our Section was due to the enthusiastic
support of the Campaign Chairman by the Colonels, and they in turn by their
Captains and Workers. The Colonels were:

In addition, publicity was handled by James N, Felger and Robert J. Scott., A
complete list of all canvassers was published in the May and June 1958 Double
Bond.

The Western New York campaign was based on solicitation at place of employ-
ment and this proved to be very effective. No objections were raised by employ-
ers. An IBM run set up lists for each Colonel by companies. Captains and
Workers were then logically chosen and minimum demands were made on the Workers
for canvassing time and travel. Extra IBM lists were made for the use of the
1958-59 Section Chairman.

It should be noted that the campaign was conducted at the peak of the 1958
business recession which was severely felt in this area. This was by far the
largest single committee in the Section this year. Over 155 members contributed
of their time to contact each member personally.

The local Section's participation in the ACS Centennial Year was concluded
with the publication of the June, 1976 issue of Western New York, the official
publication of the Buffalo Area Chamber of Commerce. The feature article of this
issue was entitled "Chemistry and the Niagara Frontier". The article describes
the historical development of the electrochemical industries in the local area
and the role of the Schoellkopf dynasty in same. The technical contributions of
the various Schoellkopf medalists are sketched and tied to the economic well-
being of the Buffalo - Niagara Falls area.

The peak membership occurred in 1957 (1341 members) and since that date the
number of members has declined more or less steadily, with minor fluctuations to
the present (1980) membership of 923. National ACS, on the other hand, has shown
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a consistent marked growth in membership during the same period of time, going
from 77,632 members in 1956 to 118,609 members on July 31, 1980, 1In 1956, the
Western New York Section had 1,65% of the total membership in ACS. By 1980 this
percentage had dropped to 0,778,

The reasons for this changed membership ratio during the quarter century may
be ascribed to a variety of causes: the negative business climate of and general
high cost of doing business in New York State (the flight to the sun belt) and
corporate centralization of research, for example. Whereas the number of profes-
sional chemists employed by industry in the local area during the past 25 years
has declined, the number of ACS members in the local academic community has
increased in this same period of time.

In 1961, officfal ACS Past Chairmen's lapel pins became available through
the National Office. This pin bears the ACS insignia, caryies the words "past
chairman”, and is in 10 karat gold. At that time there were 31 living past
chairmen of the Western New York Section. Accordingly, 31 pins were ordered and
31 invitations were extended to the past chairmen to attend the regular meeting
of the Section which was held on December 12, 1961. Fifteen of the past chairmen
attended the meeting and were presented with the pins by the chairman at that
time, Dr. Rolland J. Gladieux.

Messages from the 16 additional living chairmen were read. Typical excerpts
from. two of these letters follow.

"I hope you are still having as much profit and also as much fun as we had
in the 'good old days' of the 1930's. T recall vividly the time Andy Gailey said
the speaker's subject was "The Mistakes of the Chemical Engineer" and introduced
him as a man with much experience in the field. Also the hilarious time we had
persuading Mr. Lidbury that he was worthy to be the Schoellkopf Medalist, and his
assuring me, at the banquet, that, in effect, he would have oxidized his alecohol
in time to accept the medal!"

"I recall my association with your Section with great pleasure., It gave me
the opportunity to meet many interesting and friendly scientists outside of my
own organization whom I would otherwise never had known. It gave me the consola—
tion of learning that the problems of all research laboratories and of all
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research people are very much alike. It gave me an understanding of the dif-
ficulties and the opportunities before the national organization. My partic-
ipation in the Section's operations was one of the worthwhile features of my
Buffalo life."

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The Double Bond

Perhaps the most important single cohesive force which binds the Western New
York Section together and carries it forward as a viable entity is its medium of
communication, the Double Bond. At this point of time it is more than a half
century old, having published its first issue way back in 1928 under the guidance
of its first editor, Robert Burns MacMullin,

By 1956 where we pick up the story, it had reached full maturity, a 24-page
publication with editor, assistant editor, associate editor, personals editor,
specialties editor and a cover in color. In 1959 a puzzles editor was added. In
1965 the staff was enlarged to include an international editor, Dr. Raymond
Ewell. And the following year a most important feature, Safety Notes, was added
under the editorship of Carl M. Olson, then Safety Director of Hooker Chemical
Corp.

The Double Bond has served the Section well by including newsworthy items
concerning its members, their many activities and those of national ACS. Over
the years the Double Bond has been generous in providing space for events and
organizations in which a community of interest certainly exists but in which
there 1is no official ACS affiliation. Examples include Foster Lectures at
SUNYAB, the Canisius College Alumni Society, Organic Chemists' Club, Buffalo
Rubber Group, Electrochemical Society, Polymer and Plastics Group, Society for
Applied Spectroscopy, American Institute of Chemists, Women Chemists of Western
New York, Gas Chromatography and NMR Spectroscopy Institutes at Canisius College,
Niagara Assoclation of Corrosion Engineers, and course offerings at local
colleges and universities.

In 1958 the Double Bond could offer the luxury of a special issue consisting
of parodies on items which we usually take seriously. Too, there were special
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
